[Notice]l Handling of wearing masks to Prevent the Spread of COVID-19 infection

On February 10,2023, the government Headquarters for Countermeasures against
the COVID-19 reviewed the concept of wearing masks

Measures to be taken based on the basic response policy was revised, and it
was decided that the current policy, which basically recommends the wearing of
masks indoors, will be changed to the following: “The government will not
uniformly require the wearing a mask as a rule, but will respect the
individual' s independent choice and |eave the wearing of masks to individual
judgment”. The new rule will be applied from March 13, 2023 (3¢ 1, 2).

This revision of the concept of wearing masks will be applied to schools
(including universities) from April 1,2023

However, for graduation ceremony to be held before this date, it has been
indicated that “students and faculty members should basically attend without
wearing a mask” (3¢ 3).

The University will respond to this situation in accordance with the basic
policy, etc., and we ask for your cooperation in this matter.

However, during 2022 fiscal year, please continue to wear masks according to
the situation, such as indoors or outdoors, distance from the other person,
etc., as indicated in the leaflet by the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare.

After April, it is up to each people to decide whether or not to wear a mask
So, you should pay attention not to force others to wear masks against their
own will.

This change applies only to “handling of wearing a mask”. You are expected to
keep Thorough Implementation of Avoiding 3Cs(1.Closed spaces with poor
ventilation, 2. Crowded places with many people nearby, 3. Close-contact
settings such as close-range conversations.), Keeping distance, Washing your
hand and Ventilation as a Basic Countermeasures to Prevent the Spread of GOVID-
19 infection.

In Aichi Prefecture, the infection situation has recently become more stable,
and Aichi prefecture decided to change lOrange Level] to lYellow level] alert
from February 27. (3% 4)
