
How to set Gmail app on smartphones 
(iOS and Android) 

For iOS 

 

1. Search for Gmail app on the app store 
and download the Gmail app. You can also 
install the app from the following QR code. 

 

 

2. Run the installed Gmail app and tap “Log 
in” on the startup screen. 

 

3. Choose “Google” 



 

4.Enter your university email address. The 
e-mail address is in the format: "[first 
name].[last name].[two alphabet letters] 
@tut.jp" and is shown in the account 
information of Toyoashi University of 
Technology. 
 

 

5. On the authentication screen, enter your 
username and password and touch “Log in”. 

 

6. When connecting from off-campus 
networks, additional authentication with a 
one-time password is required. Select 
"OneTimePassword App Login". 

 

7. Launch your one-time password 
generator and enter the displayed 6-digit 
numbers.

For Android 

 

1. Tap the Gmail app that is 
installed by default. If it is not 
installed, please install it from 
the QR code below. 

 

 

2. Tap “>” shown at the bottom 
right side of the screen.
